Commissioner Kriesel moved to approve the Regional Railroad Authority (RRA) minutes from June 14, 

July 26, and August 2, 2011.  Commissioner Pulkrabek seconded the motion and it was adopted 

unanimously. 

 

PERMANENT DRAINAGE AND TEMPORARY EASEMENT WITHIN RRA PROPERTY 

 

Commissioner Kriesel moved to adopt Resolution No. RRA-2011-003 as follows:

Resolution to Grant Temporary and Permanent Easements  

Over the Washington County Regional Rail Property to 

the Minnesota Department of Transportation as Part of the  

Trunk Highway 61 and County State Aid Highway 4 Improvement Project 

 

WHEREAS, the Minnesota Department of Transportation (Mn/DOT) has prepared plans 

and will be constructing improvements to Trunk Highway (TH) 61 and County State 

Highway (CSAH) 4 intersection and roadways in 2012/2013; and 

 

WHEREAS, permanent and temporary easements are necessary for drainage purposes 

over the Washington County Regional Railroad Authority (WCRRA) property to 

construct the project according to the plans legally described as: 

 

 An easement in perpetuity for drainage purposes over that part of Tract A 

described below: 

 

 Tract A.  A strip and parcel of land lying and being 50 feet in width on each side 

of the centerline of the railroad as laid out in the Southeast Quarter of the 

Southeast Quarter of Section 5, Township 31 North, Range 21 West, Washington 

County, Minnesota; 

 

 Tract B.  A strip and parcel of land lying and being 50 feet in width on each side 

of the centerline of the railroad as laid out in the Northeast Quarter and the 

Northwest Quarter of the Southeast Quarter of Section 8, Township 31 North, 

Range 21 West, Washington County, Minnesota;  

 

 Tract C.  A strip and parcel of land lying and being 50 feet in width on each side 

of the centerline of the railroad as laid out in the Southeast Quarter and the 

Southwest Quarter of Section 17, Township 31 North, Range 21 West, 

Washington County, Minnesota;

WHEREAS, Mn/DOT has offered $5,300.00 for the property; and  

 

WHEREAS, the TH 61/CSAH 4 Improvement Project will have minimal impacts to the 

WCRRA property, it supports the public transportation use of TH 61 and CSAH 4, and 

provides identified infrastructure for future multi-modal transportation opportunities 

along the corridor.  

 

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, that the Washington County Regional Rail 

Authority (WCRRA) authorizes the conveyance to the State of Minnesota permanent 

drainage easements as identified in the above whereas clause under the terms and 

conditions set forth in the above whereas clauses 

 

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that the Chair and Administrator are hereby authorized 

to execute on behalf of the WCRRA all documents conveying and necessary to convey 

and warrant to the State of Minnesota the easements shown and identified on Exhibit 1 

which is attached hereto and made a part of this resolution.

Resolution to Submit a Letter to the Surface Transportation Board 

Requesting Abandoned Property has a Public Purpose 

 

WHEREAS, in 1994, Washington County Regional Railroad Authority (WCRRA) 

purchased 9.5 miles of abandoned rail right-of-way for future transit opportunities and 

trail use. The line extends from 145
th

 Street (old County State Highway (CSAH) 8) in the 

City of Hugo to the Chisago County line; and   

 

WHEREAS, there is a 1/2 mile missing link of abandoned rail line owned by Burlington 

Northern Santa Fe (BNSF) Railway Company from 140
th

 Street (MP 15.59) to 140
th

 

Street (MP 16.10) in the City of Hugo as identified on the Hugo Quadrangle, Base Map, 

USGS, 1993 (Attachment 1); and   

 

WHEREAS, the Washington County Comprehensive Plan 2030 identifies this property 

as part of both the Washington County Planned Trail System and Future Transitway 

Corridor; and 

 

WHEREAS, in 2009, Washington County requested that BNSF Railway Company 

abandon the rail line in anticipation of purchasing and improving the right-of-way for 

trail purposes and preserving it for future rail use; and 

 

WHEREAS, in June of 2011, BNSF Railway Company filed a notice of Abandonment 

Exemption (Abandonment) and an environmental review and historic reports with the 

Surface Transportation Board (STB) to abandon the rail line. The Abandonment became 

effective on August 11, 2011; and 

 

WHEREAS, the WCRRA intends to purchase the property for future rail use with an 

interim use as a trail. 

 

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, that the WCRRA hereby authorizes the 

County Attorney’s Office to prepare a letter to the STB stating that this half-mile corridor 

has a public purpose for future rail use and for interim trail use.

BACKGROUND/JUSTIFICATION: 
The Washington County Regional Railroad Authority (WCRRA), acting as fiscal agent and lead staff 
representative for the Gateway Corridor Commission, is leading the efforts to complete an 
Alternatives Analysis (AA) study for the corridor.  Funding for the study is as follows: 
  

  
The FY 2010 Federal Appropriations funding for the Alternatives Analysis identified the RCRRA as 
the intended recipient.  In addition, the Metropolitan Council, as the regional Metropolitan 
Planning Organization, receives, dispenses and oversees that the use of the federal funds is in 
compliance with the intent. 
  
In order to utilize the federal funds for the Gateway Corridor AA, two (2) actions are needed: 

1. The Metropolitan Council and RCRRA need to enter into a Subrecipient Agreement for the 
use of the funds. This action has been completed.  

2. The WCRRA and the RCRRA, with the consent of the Metropolitan Council, need to approve 
an Assignment Agreement for the federal funds to be allocated to the WCRRA, as fiscal 
agent for the Gateway Corridor Commission, and to properly assign all rights, title and 
interest from RCRRA to the WCRRA.   

  
Approval of this agreement will complete this action and enable the federal funds be used to 
complete the AA. 
  
The Public Works Director recommends approval of the Assignment Agreement between the 
RCRRA and the WCRRA.

The county currently is participating in a joint powers agreement with Anoka, Carver, Chisago, 
Dakota, Hennepin, Ramsey, and Scott counties as well as the City of Minneapolis.  This joint 
powers agreement is constituted as the Metropolitan Emergency Services Board (MESB).  The 
current agreement is amended to include Isanti County, and extend the term to December 31,

The MESB was formed to obtain economic and operational advantages by enabling its members to 
jointly plan, coordinate, and administer a regional 911 system, emergency medical services, and a 
regional radio system in the metropolitan area.

Minnesota statute section 469.034 authorizes housing and redevelopment agencies to pledge the 
general obligation of a general jurisdiction governments as additional security for bonds. 
  
WCHRA has recently completed a strategic evaluation of their bond portfolio.  They have 
determined that they can achieve an estimated annual savings of $134,000 over the next 19 
years by refinancing $13.250,000 of their current bonds.   These bonds are backed by Washington 
County's general obligation pledge.   WCHRA is asking the county to back the new bonds they will 
issue in the refinancing with the same general obligation pledge. 
  
The WCHRA is also planning to issue new Qualified Energy Conservation Bonds (QECB's) for 
$2.375,000 concurrent with the refinancing described above.   They are also  requesting that the 
Washington County Board back the new QECB's with its general obligation pledge. 
  
The total general obligation pledge will back  $15,625,000 in WCHRA bonds.   The WCHRA is also 
aware of the county's AAA rating by Standard and Poors which they hope will enhance their bond 
offering in the market and reduce their interest costs. 
  
Therefore, the HRA is requesting that the County Board hold a public hearing to approve the 
amount of bonds and approve the county's general obligation pledge for bonds the WCHRA will 
issue within 120 days after the hearing.

Resolution Establishing the Date for a Public Hearing on Proposals That Washington County Approve 

the Issuance and Principal Amount of certain Governmental Housing Revenue Refunding Bonds, in an 

estimated original principal amount of up to $13,500,000, and certain Taxable Qualified Energy 

Conservation Revenue Bonds, in an estimated original principal amount of up to $2,375,000, to be 

Issued by the Washington County Housing and Redevelopment Authority, and to which the General 

Obligation of Washington County will be Pledged as Additional Security, pursuant to Minnesota 

Statutes, Section 469.034 

 

WHEREAS, pursuant to Minnesota Statutes, Section 469.034, as amended (the “Act”), the Washington 

County Housing and Redevelopment Authority (the “Authority”) is authorized to pledge the general 

obligation of Washington County (the “County”) as additional security for certain bonds to be issued by the 

Authority to finance or refinance a qualified housing development project (as defined in the Act), subject to 

approval by the County of the principal amount of the issue; and  

 

WHEREAS, the Authority has advised the County that the Authority previously issued its revenue bonds to 

finance and refinance certain housing development projects owned by the Authority and located in 

Washington County, including as follows:  $3,035,000 Annual Appropriation Limited Tax and Gross 

Revenue Refunding Bonds, Series 2002A, issued in part to refinance a housing development project 

commonly known as “Ann Bodlovick Apartments Project,”  $9,875,000 Annual Appropriation Limited Tax 

and Gross Revenue Refunding Bonds, Series 2002B, issued in part to refinance housing development projects 

commonly known as “Park Place Apartments Project,” “Muller Manor Project,” “John Jergens Estates 

Project” and “Cobble Hill Apartments Project,”  and $9,760,000 Governmental Housing Revenue Bonds 

(Washington County General Obligation – Pooled Refunding Bonds), Series 2003, issued in part to refinance 

housing development projects commonly known as “Oak  Hill Apartments Project” and “Raymie Johnson 

Apartments Project”  (all of the foregoing bonds as allocable to such housing development projects are 

sometimes referred to collectively in this Resolution as the “Prior Bonds,” and all of such housing 

development projects are sometimes referred to collectively in this Resolution as the “Projects”); and 

 

WHEREAS, the Authority has proposed to issue certain governmental housing revenue refunding bonds (the 

“Series 2012A Bonds”), to which the general obligation of the County is proposed to be pledged as additional 

security, in an estimated original principal amount of up to $13,500,000, for the purpose of refunding the 

Prior Bonds; and 

 

WHEREAS, the Authority has represented to the County that the issuance of the Series 2102A Bonds, backed 

by the Authority’s pledge of the full faith and credit of the County, to refund the Prior Bonds will result in 

significant interest cost savings; and 

 

WHEREAS, each of the Projects constitutes, or at the time of issuance of the Series 2012A Bonds will 

constitute, a “qualified housing development project”, as defined under Section 469.034, subd. 2, of the Act;

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     WHEREAS, the County received an allocation of volume cap in the amount of $2,377,557 for Qualified 

Energy Conservation Bonds (“QECBs”) from the State of Minnesota and the Authority may issue QECBs 

upon assignment from the County of the County’s QECBs allocation and a showing of guaranteed energy 

savings; and 

 

WHEREAS, the Authority has represented to the County that issuance of the Authority’s taxable QECBs, to 

which the general obligation of the County is proposed to be pledged as additional security, (the “Series 

2012B Bonds,” and together with the Series 2012A Bonds, the “Bonds”) in an estimated original principal 

amount of up to $2,375,000 and application of the proceeds thereof to energy conservation improvements for 

certain of the Authority’s qualified housing development projects will result in substantial energy cost 

savings thereby satisfying an essential function of the Authority. 

 

WHEREAS, pursuant to the Act, a public hearing will be held by the County on the proposed pledge of the 

general obligation of the County to the Bonds. 

 

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the Finance Committee of the Board of Commissioners of 

Washington County that: 

 

1.  This Committee hereby gives preliminary approval to the pledge of the general obligation of 

the County to the Bonds, subject, however, to further proceedings and final approval by the Authority and the 

Board of Commissioners of the County. 

 

2.  The Board of Commissioners of the County will conduct a public hearing on the issuance and 

principal amount of the Bonds on February 7, 2012, at or after 9:00 a.m. at the Washington County 

Government Center Board Room, Stillwater, Minnesota. 

 

3.  A notice of public hearing shall be prepared with the advice of the County’s bond counsel and 

published in the official newspaper of the County.  Publication of the notice shall be at least fifteen (15) days 

before the date set for the hearing.

As a condition precedent to issuance of the Bonds in accordance with the Act, the Authority will 

find that revenues pledged to the Bonds will equal or exceed 110% of the principal and interest 

due on the Bonds for each year.

BACKGROUND/JUSTIFICATION: 
The county retains expert financial advisor and bond counsel services to protect its financial 
interests and expedite debt issuance transactions.  These firms have significant resources to 
represent the county's best interest in bond market transactions and to insure that the county's 
actions comply with various federal and state regulation. 
  
Both of these firms currently serve the county in their respective capacities and in a recent RFP 
process they obtained the best ratings among competitive proposals.  Therefore, both firms are 
being recommended for new contracts. 
  
Since the county's current bonding strategy for the Capital Improvement Plan include major bond 
issues at 4 year intervals,  it is most efficient to enter into a 5 year contracts.   This provides for 
all necessary bond sale planning and closing activities to be covered under the new contracts.  
Additionally, they are needed to provide continuing disclosure services as required by the 
Securities and Exchange Commission and also the arbitrage services to meet Internal Revenue 
Service requirements.

BACKGROUND/JUSTIFICATION: 
This is a Purchase of Services Agreement to include all programming provided by RS Eden to 
Community Corrections for drug testing, Electronic Home Monitoring (EHM), GPS, and all 
transdermal alcohol testing devices, including the SCRAM (Secure Continuous Remote Alcohol 
Monitoring) device and the TAD (Transdermal Alcohol Device). These services will be utilized by 
juvenile and adult division agents in 2012. 
  
Community Corrections has utilized RS Eden for the services listed above for many years, and has 
contracted separately for transdermal alcohol monitoring services. This Purchase of Services 
Agreement encompasses all services which RS Eden provides to Community Corrections, including 
purchase of urinalysis testing cups.  
  
On an as-need basis, Community Corrections arranges for the use/oversight of GPS, EHM, and 
transdermal alcohol monitoring equipment through RS Eden. RS Eden staff provides confirmation 
testing on urinalysis test results when necessary, and provides testing sites for non-resident 
probationers. 
  
The total amount budgeted for 2012 is $80,000.

BACKGROUND/JUSTIFICATION: 
Human Services Inc. (HSI), will be changing it's name to Canvas Health effective January 1, 
2012. Canvas Health will provide the same services through the contract with Community 
Corrections as were previously provided by HSI. 
  
Canvas Health will provide domestic abuse treatment services for indigent offenders referred by 
Washington County Community Corrections. In 2009, Community Corrections shifted from more 
broadly funding HSI assessment and treatment services to funding for indigent offenders only. 
Funding for 2012 is budgeted at $7,500. 
  
The PLACE Program is a partnership venture with Canvas Health and local school districts. 
Community Corrections provides a probation officer, a vehicle for program use, supplies and a 
portion of the rent. Canvas Health provides a teacher, program aide, professional mental health 
consultation, the lease for the building, and program materials. The County's payment of $56,609 
offsets a portion of the operating expenses; school districts using the program pay a per diem for 
the remainder. 
  
The Community Options Program (COP) is another collaborative program between Canvas 
Health and Community Corrections. It offers an alternative cognitive/behavioral intervention to 
traditional inpatient and outpatient chemical abuse treatment for high risk adolescents through an 
intensive and long term case management model. Twenty-three juveniles participated in COP in 
2010. The $15,300 budgeted for this agreement offsets a portion of the operating costs.  
  
Canvas Health provides psychosexual assessment for adult offenders referred by Community 
Corrections; each assessment costs $900. Canvas Health is reimbursed $600 per evaluation 
provided by the Department of Corrections on specific case types. Community Corrections must 
claim these funds from the state. Canvas Health submitted six requests for reimbursement in 
2010 for indigent clients. Community Corrections pays the additional $300 that's not reimbursed 
by the state. In 2012, Community Corrections will continue to assist indigent offenders for 
evaluation of two additional sex offender categories. The maximum payment for assistance in 
2012 is $6,000. 
  
Canvas Health is required to provide the names of Community Corrections referrals for each 
service, the number and names of Community Corrections referred clients who complete the 
services and programs, the number of hours of individual participation and the number of 
Community Corrections referrals broken out by race and gender.

IS THIS MANDATED?   Yes EXPLANATION OF MANDATE: 
While not specifically mandated by State or 
Federal law or rule, Family Group Decision Making 
(FGDM) is considered a "best practice" when 
working with children, families and older youth in 
the child welfare system. In addition, Washington 
County, in conjunction with Ramsey county has 
received a FGDM funding grant from the MN 
Department of Human Services which requires 
this service to be provided and funded via the 
grant.

BACKGROUND/JUSTIFICATION: 
The mission of Genesis II for Families, Inc. is: to promote social change by strengthening families 
and the community through programs that encourage self-determination, self-sufficiency, and 
healthy family lifestyles. The Community Services Department entered into a contract with 
Genesis II for the term January 1, 2011 to December 31, 2013.  
  
The services to be provided under the contract were primarily: Parenting Assessments 
and Independent Living Skills Training for teens or youth. The county has been pleased with their 
work and outcomes on the cases they have been involved with and recently inquired if they would 
be interested in providing Family Group Decision Making (FGDM). This amendment increases the 
financial limits to the contract to allow for the provision of FGDM and increased usage. 
  
FGDM is a specialized service used in Children's Services designed to identify family members 
(and others important to the family) and gather them together to facilitate a discussion 
and develop a plan for moving forward.  By using a professional third party facilitator, the group 
identifies barriers, agrees upon solutions and develops a plan with the parents for the child(ren) 
or older youth to achieve a successful and safe return to the family. If that is not possible, the 
group seeks to develop another option for the child(ren)/youth to achieve permanency in another 
home. 
  
The Community Services Department recommends approval of Amendment #1 to the agreement 
with Genesis II for Families, Inc.
