BACKGROUND/JUSTIFICATION: 
  
Washington County Community Services requests approval of a funding agreement with Greater 
Metropolitan Housing Corporation (GMHC) awarding $133,823.00 in CDBG funds.  Annual grant 
funds for CDBG and HOME programs are used to fund high and medium priority activities 
identified in the Consolidated Plan.   
  
Washington County and the Greater Metropolitan Housing Corporation - Housing Resource Center-
Saint Paul partnered in 2005 to assist Washington County homeowners with home 
improvements.     

From July 2005 through August 31, 2011, 52 loans have been completed and six loans are 
currently in process for Washington County cities.  The last allocation to the Owner-Occupied 
Rehab program occurred in 2008.   The remaining balance of 2008 funds will be depleted in 
November 2011.  The awarded amount will fund approximately eight loans in 2011.  A summary 
of program outcomes was included in the Summary and Funding Recommendations from the 
Boards approval of the Annual Action Plan and is attached for your review.  This 
previous summary provided the number of rehab loans issued by municipality by this program 
from July 2005 through August 2010.

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COMMUNITY DEVELOPMENT BLOCK GRANT (CDBG) &
HOME INVESTMENT PARTNERSHIP (HOME) PROGRAMS 

Introduction and Summary 
The Community Development Block Grant (CDBG) and Home Investment Partnership Program (HOME) are federal 
funds available through the Department of Housing and Urban Development (HUD) which are granted to units of 
local government to implement programs that assist people of low to moderate income.   

What are the HOME & CDBG Programs? 
HOME was created by the National Affordable Housing Act of 1990 and is the largest federal block grant available to 
communities to create affordable housing.  The intent of the program is to: 

� Increase the supply of decent affordable housing to low and very low income households 
� Expand the capacity of nonprofit housing providers  
� Strengthen the ability of state and local governments to provide housing 
� Leverage non-federal sources of funds for affordable housing 

CDBG, authorized under the Title I of the Housing and Community Development Act of 1974, is an annual grant to 
localities used to assist the development of viable communities.  To reach this goal, the program supports low to 
moderate income persons and households by providing: 

� Decent housing 
� A suitable living environment  
� Expanded economic opportunities 

All CDBG activities must meet one of three national objectives 1) benefit low or moderate income persons, 2) 
eliminate slum and blight, and 3) meet an urgent need (such as those caused by natural disasters).  To date, 
Washington County’s CDBG funds have focused on the first objective, benefit to low or moderate income persons.

How are funds awarded? 
Washington County grants funds through a competitive request for proposal process on an annual basis.  Interested 
parties submit applications which are reviewed by staff and the CDBG/HOME Citizen Advisory Committee.  The 
Washington County Board of Commissioners reviews the Citizen Advisory Committee’s funding recommendations, 
makes final funding decisions and approves inclusion of these decisions in the Annual Action Plan.  A public 
comment period follows whereby citizens may provide comments or feedback to the county regarding the plan.  The 
plan is for viewing on the county website, in public libraries and in the lobby of the Department of Community 
Services.  After the public comment period, the plan is sent to the Department of Housing & Urban Development 
(HUD).  HUD must review and approves the county’s Annual Action Plan before funds are awarded to the county and 
then to the applicants.   



Washington County’s program year for the CDBG and HOME programs runs from July 1 through June 30th.  CDBG 
and HOME funds are available upon the release of funds by Congress, sometime after July 1 of each year.  
Accepting grant funds commits the county to help meet the housing and community development needs in areas 
serving low-and moderate-income residents.   

As the chart below illustrates, Washington County’s CDBG entitlement has decreased steadily from $1,041,000 in its 
initial year (2001), as a result of annual congressional appropriations to entitlement communities.  The City of 
Woodbury became an entitlement community in July 2010, which further reduced the County’s annual allocation.

Step 2: Citizen Advisory Committee evaluates projects, conducts applicant interviews and makes a 
funding recommendation to the County Board. 

Step 3: County Board approves a preliminary funding recommendation. 
Step 4: County solicits public comment on preliminary funding recommendation. 
Step 5: County Board approves final funding recommendation.

Counties are required by law to manage tax 
forfeited land on behalf of the State of 
Minnesota.  We have the option of setting aside a 
portion of the sale proceeds for parks.

BACKGROUND/JUSTIFICATION: 
Minnesota Statute 282.08 allows the County Board to set aside up to 20% of the net proceeds 
from the sale of tax forfeited property for the acquisition and maintenance of county parks or 
recreational areas.  The statute requires the County Board to approve the set aside of these funds 
on an annual basis.  
  
The ownership of property that forfeits because of the non-payment of property taxes rests with 
the State of Minnesota and the counties are tasked with the management and disposition of the 
property.  When a tax-forfeited property is sold to a governmental agency or the public, the 
proceeds are deposited into the county’s tax forfeited sale fund.   Prior to any distribution of funds 
from this account, the department is allowed to recover our costs for management of the tax 
forfeited land in the county.  For example, staffing, maintenance, insurance and other hard costs 
are paid for by the account. 
  
From the net proceeds remaining, the distribution as established in state law is as follows: 
  

1.  20% of fund proceeds to the County for acquisition and maintenance of county parks and 
recreational areas (in counties that have passed the appropriate resolution annually)  

2. Of the remaining funds, 40% distributed to the County general fund, 40% to the school 
district, and 20% to the city or township. 

  
The financial implications for the county vary by year depending on the amount of sale proceeds 
from tax forfeited land and our maintenance costs.  The county and department do not budget for 
any funds from this account, except for the annual reimbursement from the fund for our 
departmental costs to manage the property.   
  
The department recommends approval of the attached resolution to allow for the set aside of 20% 
of the tax forfeited sale proceeds for parks acquisition and maintenance.

Washington County provides assessing services for 25 of the 33 communities in the county.  In 
some cases, the contracts between the county and the municipality were old and in need of 
updating to better reflect the current services provided by the county.    
  
The updated contracts were mailed in September of 2010 to the 21 communities where we felt 
the current contracts needed to be updated.  The individual communities were asked to approve 
the new contracts and the department has been meeting with a number of the communities to 
answer questions related to the contracts.

This project consists of Pedestrian Bridge No. 82529, grading, aggregate base, bituminous paving, 
storm sewer management, signing, concrete curb and gutter, and reinforced soil slopes on the 
Hardwood Creek Regional Trail over County Road (CR) 83 (11th Avenue SW) in the City of Forest 
Lake, MN. 
  
Bids were requested and opened on July 26, 2011 with the following results: 
  

  
The engineer’s estimate for the project was $819,821.90.  The cost of the reinforced soil slopes 
was higher than expected, which resulted in the discrepancy between the engineers estimate and 
the low bid amount.  The project was originally budgeted for $1.4 million in the Capital 
Improvement Program. 
  
The funding for this request will be reimbursed by county bonds and federal aid in 2011. Until 
reimbursement is received, this will be a temporary use of fund balance in fund 414, the road and 
bridge capital projects fund. 
  
The County Engineer recommends awarding the bid to Sunram Construction.
