RE:  City of Lakeland’s proposal to establish a new redevelopment Tax Increment 
Financing (TIF) District No. 1-2 to assist in the acquisition and renovation of an existing 
commercial building for a corporate headquarters and to waive the 30-day notice of the 
public hearing.  
 
Thank you for the opportunity to provide comments concerning the City of Lakeland’s 
proposal to establish a new redevelopment Tax Increment Financing District No. 1-2, 
consisting of one taxation parcel, to assist in the acquisition and renovation of an 
existing commercial building for a corporate headquarters. 
 
The county has not been provided the 30-day notice as required by Minn. Stat. 469.175.  
The city is also requesting a waiver of the notice requirement and the submission of 
county comments by November 1, 2011.  While the county is providing comments, the 
limited timeframe in which to review the documents does not allow for the full review of 
the proposed TIF plan.    
 
The plan anticipates a very small amount of added value ($125,000) and a small 
amount of increment to be raised each year.    If there are any substantive 
administrative issues with the TIF plan, the county’s Property Records and Taxpayer 
Services Department will have to communicate those to the city as part of the process 
of requesting certification of the district. 
 
As described in the information provided, the TIF District is being created to renovate an 
existing commercial building.  Commercial Management LLC is a full service property 
management company currently located in Bayport MN.  Commercial Management has 
acquired and proposes to renovate an existing commercial building located at 84 St. 
Croix Trail South for use as their corporate headquarters.  The project will result in six 
jobs operating out of the renovated facility.  Given the limited number of additional 
employees, the recent improvements to County State Aid Highway 18 (St. Croix Trail) 
will provide adequate transportation facilities and level of service for the proposed TIF 
district and the proposed project.

The purpose of the Child Support Enforcement Program is to establish paternity and secure 
financial support for minor children who are living apart from one or both parents as more fully 
set forth in Title IV-D of the Social Security Act.  In order to meet this purpose, Public Law 93-647 
and 45 CFR Chapter III requires a cooperative agreement between the Child Support Agency and 
the other county entities that are a party to the agreement in order to compensate those entities 
for costs incurred in providing services necessary to operate the Child Support Enforcement 
Program.  
  
This Agreement for calendar year 2012 is the same agreement as in previous years. It is 
a cooperative agreement between the Community Services Department, the County Attorney's 
Office, and the Sheriff's Department.

Oak Park Senior Living is a brand new facility located in Oak Park Heights with 120 units. The facility provides 24-Hour 
Customized Living (commonly known as Assisted Living) to both private pay clients and clients eligible for Home and Community 
Based Services through Medical Assistance (MA) "waivers".  The company that owns this site operates other sites in Dakota and 
Hennepin counties.  
  
The service of 24-Hour Customized Living is a service designed for persons in need of regular supervision and assistance with 
daily activities such as medication administration, personal care, and housekeeping. These individuals are assessed by county 
staff and are determined not to need the level of care provided in a skilled nursing home, but they are unable to remain safely in 
their own homes. Each client receives individualized services based on their level of need. The provider's rate is determined based 
on this individualized assessment and is billed directly to MA through the Elderly Waiver Program.  
  
The facility intends to serve a large number of (over 20) waiver clients.   These clients will receive services funded through MA's 
Elderly Waiver (EW) and will pay a reduced rate rent. The provider will complete an annual program evaluation describing any 
incident or maltreatment reports and outlining how their services have helped delay the onset of institutional (i.e. nursing home) 
placement.  
  
Washington County Community Services recommends approval of the 2011-2012 contract with Oak Park Senior Living.

With support from the Centers for Disease Control and Prevention, the National Association of City 
and County Health Officials (NACCHO) issued a Request for Applications for the new "Accreditation 
Support Initiative." The NACCHO will fund local health departments nationwide to support their 
preparation work for national accreditation. The goal of the national accreditation program is to 
improve and protect the health of the public by advancing the quality and performance of health 
departments across the country.  
  
Funds can be used to address any performance standard that a department does not meet. The 
department must take action to improve its performance of that standard and continue its 
preparation for national accreditation. The department completed an extensive self-assessment of 
its performance of the national standards in October 2011. A significant deficit was identified in 
the area of long-term organizational strategic planning. The department does not have a 3-5 year 
strategic plan in place that sets its future direction in terms of priorities and resource needs. If the 
department is awarded this grant it will be able to cover staff expenses related to time spent on a 
strategic planning process and to contract with a consultant to facilitate the process.
