BACKGROUND/JUSTIFICATION: 
  
Individuals who are considered a danger to themselves or others may be placed on a 72 hour hold 
by a medical examiner in an inpatient psychiatric setting.  Per Minnesota Statute 253B.045, 
counties are considered to be the last resort in paying for non-insured individuals during the 72 
hour hold process, during civil commitment proceedings, and during involuntary psychiatric 
hospital admission while under civil commitment court jurisdiction.   
  
Regions has contracted with Washington County for many years to provide observation, 
evaluation, diagnosis, care, treatment and involuntary confinement for uninsured individuals who 
are mentally ill, mentally ill and dangerous, mentally retarded, and/or chemically dependent in 
accordance with Minnesota Statute 253B.045 subd.2. This amendment #1 extends the term of 
the agreement through 2013. The county will pay 2% more for services in 2012 and 0% more in 
2013. 
  
Washington County Community Services recommends approval of the amendment to the contract 
with Regions Hospital.

BACKGROUND/JUSTIFICATION: 
In order to meet Federal and State performance measures for the Diversionary Work Program 
(DWP) and Minnesota Family Investment Program (MFIP), the county contracts with East 
Suburban Resources (ESR) to provide job skills training, job development, and placement 
services. Funding is drawn from the MFIP/DWP Consolidated Fund, comprised of State and Federal 
funds. The county's 2012 allocation was recently announced and the contract for 2012 is for 
$170,809. For 2013 and 2014 it is expected to be similar but exact numbers are not yet known.   
  
ESR supported work program contributes to Washington County's success in attaining and out-
performing state MFIP/ DWP standards. Washington County is a leader in the 7-County Metro 
Area and continues to perform at the highest rate on a monthly and annual basis. One example is 
the Work Participation Rate, which is the percentage of MFIP customers employed or engaged in 
employment-related activities. For 2010 (April 2010-March 2011), Washington County was at 
49%, well above the Federal adjusted goal of 39.7%. This was also a significant increase from 
36.3% from the previous year (April 2009 - March 2010). 
  
ESR placed a total of 21 subsidized and 123 unsubsidized individuals into employment during the 
contract period for July 1, 2010 through June 30, 2011. This continued to exceed the contract 
requirement, which was a total of 50 job placements with 12 of the placements in subsidized 
employment.

Explanations of Changes and Abbreviations Used in AY2011 Maintenance Changes 

 

 

Exempt Add 

If a property is purchased that qualifies for an exemption and the purchase occurs prior to July 1, the property 

is made exempt for the following payable year.   

 

BD or BVPD = Blind Disabled Special Homestead Classification 
Certain individuals are able to qualify for an additional homestead benefit if they are blind or disabled. 

 

Exempt – Tax Forfeit = Tax Forfeited Land Changes 
This includes changes to those parcels that forfeited to the State of Minnesota in July of 2011.  In these cases, 

the class code is changed to exempt status.  Also included in this category are the forfeited parcels that have 

been sold or conveyed during the year. 

 

Vets Excl = Veteran’s Market Value Exclusion  

The Minnesota Legislature signed into law in 2008 a market value exclusion for disabled veterans which 

contains two different levels of exclusion.  For veterans with 70-100 percent services-connected disability, a 

market value exclusion of $150,000 on homestead property.  For veterans with tot l (100 percent) and 

permanent service-connected disability, a market value exclusion of $300,000 on homestead property. 

 

Class Change, Tax Capacity change 
This is a change that impacts a property’s classification, but does not change its value.  The class change can 

change the parcel’s tax capacity.  Most common changes include multi-family properties that are platted and 

individual units are created and sold to individual buyers and homestead changes.
