Conservation Easement at a Glance 
 

The following are the key rights that are restricted and reserved by the conservation easement.  The provision in 

the conservation easement that governs the stated activity is noted in parenthesis.  An “approved management 

plan,” referenced in the conservation easement is a management plan prepared by the landowner and approved 

by Washington County and the Minnesota Land Trust. 

 

Rights Retained for Easement Holder 

 Right to enforce terms of easement and seek remedies.  (III.A.) 

 Right to enter property to monitor for compliance.  (III.D.)  

 Right to report any environmental concerns to appropriate regulatory or law enforcement agency.  (III.E.)  

 

Rights Reserved for Landowner 

 All rights that are not expressly prohibited by this conservation easement.  (IV.A.) 

 Right to sell, give, lease, bequeath, etc. the property.  (IV.D.) 

 

Required Management Plan 

 Natural resource management and recreational uses are allowed in accordance with an approved management 

plan.  (V.B.) 

Land Use Restrictions 

 No residential, commercial or industrial activities are permitted.  (V.A.)

 Off-road use of motorized vehicles is allowed only in conjunction with agricultural, forest or habitat 

management.  (V.L.) 

 

Rights Permitted with Written Approval of Easement Holder 

 Granting of rights-of-way to others.  (V.E.) 

 Construction or installations of poles, antenna, lights, towers, utility lines, piping, water towers, 

communication towers and underground utility lines.  (V.F.2.) 

 Utilities, such as sanitary and storm sewer, electric and gas lines constructed underground with minimal 

disturbance of vegetation and minimal grading; the surface disturbance shall be restored.  (V.F. 3.)

The Washington County Capital Improvement Program includes projects in St. Croix Bluffs 
Regional Park and Lake Elmo Park Reserve.  These grants are budgeted revenue sources for the 
projects detailed below: 
  
Lake Elmo Park Reserve  
This project involves the development and construction of facilities to accommodate evening cross 
country skiing. Metropolitan Council Grant SG2011-096 for $275,000 from the State 'parks and 
trails fund' (sales tax), is a budgeted additional revenue source for this project.

BACKGROUND/JUSTIFICATION: 
In Minnesota, the transportation of prisoners remains a responsibility designated to County 
Sheriffs.  Deputies are required to transport prisoners to and from other detention facilities, 
medical appointments, and court appearances.  Many thousands of miles are logged each year by 
the transport unit.  Safety and security remain the primary concern in this area of responsibility.  
In order not to compromise the safety of the officers and general public, transports made by a 
trained Sheriff’s Office staff remain the most prudent alternative.   
  
Over the years, the Sheriff has innovatively sought methods of reducing transportation 
expenditures.  Recently, administrators from Washington, Ramsey, and Dakota Counties have 
met extensively to define an arrangement where the transportation of prisoners could be 
effectively consolidated between the three counties involved.  For example, a deputy taking 
prisoners to a specific location would take the prisoners from Ramsey and Washington Counties 
going to that same location at the same time.  This process would be repeated amongst the three 
counties in an effort to reduce the amount of time and number of miles driven by the respective 
counties.  It is believed this method of transportation would provide for a safer and more cost 
effective system than the one currently in place.  It is our hope that, if this pilot project proves 
successful, that other counties who have already expressed an interest in joining this 
collaboration, would sign onto the mutual aid agreement to formalize their involvement.

WHEREAS, the County Sheriff is responsible for transporting prisoners in the custody of Washington 

County to various locations to fulfill their obligations; and 

 

WHEREAS, many thousands of miles are logged each year by Sheriff’s staff to safely transport prisoners and 

significant expenditures are made for wage and overtime expenses; and 

 

WHEREAS, in an attempt to decrease transportation expenditures and improve efficiencies the Sheriffs of 

Washington, Ramsey, and Dakota Counties wish to consolidate the transportation process when prisoners are 

going to the same locations as those from another of these two counties.
